2. This dissertation research is devoted to a historical and philosophical analysis of historical and collective
memory as one of the key factors in the formation of national identity and the geopolitical self-determination of
modern Ukraine. In this work, memory is considered as an essential sociocultural and political resource involved in
the construction of meanings, value orientations, and models of collective action. The relevance of the study is
driven by contemporary security challenges, Russia’s war against Ukraine, the processes of decolonizing the
humanitarian space, and the growing role of memory in the domestic and foreign policies of states. Amidst the
competition of historical narratives and hybrid conflicts, collective memory emerges as a factor of political
mobilization, social consolidation, and the civilizational choice of Ukraine. The aim of the research is a
philosophical reflection on the role of historical and collective memory in the processes of nation-building, the
formation of Ukrainian identity, and the geopolitical self-determination of Ukraine in the context of post-imperial
transformations and international recognition. The methodological basis of the dissertation is an interdisciplinary
combination of hermeneutic, phenomenological, discourse-analytical, conceptual, and decolonial approaches. The
work also applies a gender lens as a tool for analyzing asymmetries in the representation of experience within
collective memory. The source base of the research consists of philosophical and historiographical works by
Ukrainian and foreign scholars, legal acts in the field of memory policy, the consolidation of national and civic
identity, decommunization and decolonization, media materials, and oral testimonies. In the first chapter of the
dissertation, theoretical and methodological approaches to the study of memory, identity, and nation-building are
analyzed; the expediency of an interdisciplinary approach is substantiated, and the limitations of reductionist
models of memory are outlined. The second chapter is dedicated to the analysis of collective and historical
memory as a factor in the formation of Ukrainian national identity, memory policy, and memorialization practices.
Special attention is paid to the processes of decommunization and decolonization, the competition of narratives,
as well as “sites of memory” (lieux de mémoire) as spaces of concentrated collective meanings. The third chapter
focuses on the problem of Ukraine’s geopolitical self-determination within the East-West paradigm and the
conceptualization of international recognition as the final stage of nation-building. The scientific novelty of the



study lies in the philosophical conceptualization of collective memory as a political and value resource for nation-
building; clarification of the relationship between memory policy, identity, and geopolitical choice; substantiation
of the possibility of identifying a fourth stage of nation-building, namely the stage of international (external)
recognition; and reflection on the Ukrainian experience as a model of post-imperial transformation. The
theoretical significance of the work consists in deepening the philosophical understanding of memory as a factor
of identity and geopolitical agency. The practical significance lies in the possibility of using the research results in
the formation of state policy in the field of memory, the consolidation of national and civic identity, educational
activities, analytical work, strategic communications, peacebuilding and international cooperation.
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
