2. In the thesis, for the first time in Ukrainian linguistics, a thorough multi-aspect analysis of the discourse of the
Russian-Ukrainian information warfare is carried out from the point of view of linguocognitivistics and
psycholinguistics. The topic of confrontation between the two countries in the historical dimension is studied,
particular attention is paid to the linguistic objectification of events and phenomena of the period of liberation
struggle of the early twentieth century, and narratives of preparing the information field for the hot phase of the
war in the period of independence (2003 - 2013) and narratives of the period of armed aggression are studied in
detail (period of 2014 - until now). The language tools used by Russia to manipulate public opinion are analyzed,
and the features of the discourse formation of Ukrainian resistance are studied. In the process of analyzing the
discourse of information warfare, a number of its differential features are identified, such as: 1) cross-cutting
suggestibility, which means continuous impact on public consciousness; 2) generalizing communicators (attention
is focused on influencing large groups of the population); 3) clarity to a wide range of recipients; 4) imposed
evaluability, which forces the recipient to perceive any concepts within the category of good - bad; 5)
unlimitedness of genres; 6) focus on the mental worldview of a certain society; 7) information variability, designed
to disorient society by creating a large number of versions of the same event or phenomenon. The linguistic
methods of influencing the recipient in the discourse of military confrontation have been determined, among
which: 1) introducing the word into the desired microcontext (method of linking); 2) the use of euphemisms; 3)
expressions in the form of truisms /quasi-truisms (generalizers); 4) the use of words, compounds, phrases with the
urging illocation; 5) the use of conceptual metaphors; 6) resorting to presuppositions and implicit semantics as
means of manipulation; 7) the use of the constructions so-called and the lexeme allegedly; 8) manipulation of
prepositions; 9) the use of dehumanizing and demonizing vocabulary; 10) use of words with unifying semantics; 11)
the use of language units with the prefix under-; 12) removing important words from public discourse; 13)
replacement of key lexemes in the message and renaming them; 14) explanation by objection; 15) naming concepts
with words which have opposite meaning; 16) the use of a large number of emotionally colored language units; 17)
manipulating proper nouns. On the whole, the discourse of information confrontation is studied in four aspects:
the hostile depreciation of the national worldview; aggression; resistance; associative-semantic manifestations of
the concept of WAR. The results of the thesis form the methodological basis for the study of information discourse
on the availability of linguistic means of manipulative influence, discovery of hidden threats, as well as for linguistic



expertise within the framework of legislation aimed at protecting the national interests of the state. Key words:
