2. The dissertation is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of economic and legal support of banking activities
in extraordinary periods in Ukraine. The author examines the historical aspects of the development of the
extraordinary legal regime institute, defines the phenomenon of extraordinary legal regime, analyzes special legal
regimes for the implementation of banking activities under Ukrainian legislation and makes a comparative analysis
of the relevant regimes in foreign countries, substantiates the social need to institutionalize the range of special
legal regimes for banking activities, studies the economic and legal means and elements of special regimes for
banking activities, formulates suggestions and recommendations for further development of economic and
banking legislation in these issues. Extraordinary periods in economic life, such as crises or social upheavals, can
significantly affect the stability and integrity of the economic system, often requiring the introduction of special



legal regimes to protect the basic principles of its functioning. In such circumstances, government regulation
becomes a crucial tool to keep the system from collapsing: it can strengthen government control, impose
additional restrictions, change the way of functioning, and provide new tools to respond quickly to threats. Public
policy is becoming more flexible, adjusting standard management algorithms to support the most vulnerable
sectors, and using differentiated approaches, including temporary measures that can be quickly adapted
depending on the dynamics of threats. Thus, special legal regimes allow the state to ensure a functional result even
in difficult conditions, preserving the unity of the system and responding to crisis phenomena with minimal losses
for the economy and society. The author substantiates that extraordinary conditions requiring adjustment of the
State system functioning can be classified by the type and source of threats into: economic (e.g., financial crisis),
political (conflicts or changes of government), environmental (natural disasters), social (mass protests) and mixed
types (combined threats). The degree (scale) of the state's response depends on the level of the threat. In response
to a threat, the state may make changes to the normal regime, shifting policy emphasis (such as strengthening
financial supervision in an economic crisis), or introduce new measures through legislation. In critical cases, the
state introduces a full-fledged extraordinary legal regime, which involves significant changes in governance
mechanisms. This approach allows to take into account the unique needs that arise in crisis situations and to
ensure the adaptability of state regulation. The author offers his own definition of the extraordinary legal regime
and studies its features. The dissertation considers the extraordinary legal regime as a special legal construct
aimed at ensuring prompt and effective response to emergencies that threaten public order, state sovereignty or
economic stability. This regime differs from the regular (ordinary) regime in its purpose, content and mechanism.
The purpose of the extraordinary regime is to preserve and stabilize public order and protect the key functions of
the state in an emergency situation for further transformation into a regular legal regime. The content of the
regime includes a set of special means of state regulation that allow the authorities to act within the expanded or
simplified scope of legal influence. This may include the granting of special powers to the government or certain
state institutions, the possibility of applying restrictions on the rights of citizens, and the creation of tools for
adapting the legislative framework to new circumstances. The mechanism for introducing and implementing the
regime is determined through: clear subject composition, procedure and grounds for introduction and
cancellation, additional registration and permitting procedures, etc. Thus, the extraordinary regime constitutes a
comprehensive legal basis for operational management in emergency situations, predicting all the necessary
aspects for a quick transition from normal to crisis management. The author argues that extraordinary legal
regimes in banking activities should be based on the principle of legality to ensure proper legal order in a crisis.
This means that the authorities, in particular the National Bank of Ukraine (NBU), should act exclusively within the
framework provided by the Constitution and laws of Ukraine. Accordingly, its imperative functions should be
regulated on the basis of law, within the limits of the powers granted and in a legally defined manner, since clear
legal consolidation of special powers allows avoiding arbitrariness and guarantees the possibility of predicting by
the subjects of legal relations their behavior in an extraordinary situation.
