2. The dissertation focuses on a comprehensive comparative legal analysis of the administrative and legal status of
notaries in Ukraine and foreign countries, as well as on developing modern approaches to its enhancement,
considering contemporary challenges. The work elaborates on the stages of the evolution of regulatory
frameworks governing notarial activities in Ukraine since gaining independence, emphasizing key legislative acts
that define the role and status of notaries as a legal institution that protects the rights of individuals, legal entities,
and the state. The author proposes a unique definition of the notary system as a legal institution that grants legal
force to transactions and ensures compliance with the law through its regulatory functions. The study
substantiates primary directions for the development of notarial functions, including the digitalization of notarial
acts, notarial mediation, protection of vulnerable groups, increased transparency of notarial actions, and
safeguarding personal data of individuals seeking notarial services. Specific measures are proposed to improve the
legislative regulation of notary liability, which will enhance professional ethics and legal order in the notarial field.
Within this research, the notarial institution is viewed as an essential component of the legal system that provides
not only document certification but also legal examination of transactions, prevention of legal violations, and
stability of dealings. The work argues that one of the directions for further development of notarial activities is
digitalization and the introduction of electronic services, which would enable notaries to provide services more
effectively, particularly under martial law conditions. Given the characteristics inherent to the notarial institution
and the legal status of notaries, key features of the administrative and legal status of notaries are highlighted,
defined by the specifics of legal regulation. Notaries operate based on the principles of publicity, independence,
the official nature of their acts, authority, professionalism, and strict regulation of their activities. The distinction
between the rights and responsibilities of notaries appears to be fundamental to their independence. The right to
request information for performing notarial acts is defined in the study as a right, not an obligation, which
promotes adherence to principles of objectivity and impartiality. Additionally, notaries are subject to extra
restrictions during martial law, which may include verifying individuals’ connections with the aggressor state and
ensuring client security. The study of notaries' powers has allowed for their analysis and systematization into three
main groups: the performance of notarial acts, providing citizen consultations, and maintaining registries. Notaries
can act as mediators, facilitating the resolution of conflicts without involving the courts. Adherence to notarial
confidentiality becomes particularly important, necessitating legal enshrinement at the level of criminal and
administrative legislation. Disciplinary responsibility also includes professional and ethical norms that help ensure
high-quality notarial services, maintain public trust, and uphold the reputation of notaries as an independent and
impartial legal institution in conditions of heightened social tension and threats. Since Ukraine belongs to the Latin
notarial system, studying the experiences of countries in this group, such as France and Germany, is extremely
important. The analysis of the legal regulation of notaries' status in France has revealed a high level of state
control, which ensures the stability and reliability of notarial services. In France, notaries are appointed by the
state, possess a high level of legal training, and hold special powers in private law. They act as impartial guarantors
of legal relations, ensuring compliance with the law when preparing official documents. The peculiarities of the
legal regulation of notaries' status in Germany are based on a combination of federal and state norms, which
ensures the adaptation of the notarial system to regional needs. The primary document regulating notaries' status
is the Federal Notarial Code, which defines their powers and responsibilities and is supplemented by specialized
acts. In Germany, there are different models for organizing notarial services in various federal states, including the
possibility of combining notarial work with legal practice, reflecting the influence of historical conditions on the
development of the notarial profession.
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
