2. The dissertation for the first time comprehensively researched the process of formation and development of
museums and museum centers in Transcarpathia, as the main institutions for preservation, study and
popularization of the region's cultural and historical heritage. From new positions, the role of museums in the life
of society is substantiated, positive and negative trends in the development of museum business in the region in
the 20th century are highlighted. At the same time, it was established that the degree of development of this topic
by researchers is not sufficient. To date, there has been no coherent scientific understanding of museum
construction in Transcarpathia as a socio-cultural phenomenon, lasting in historical time and widespread in the
cultural space. During the presentation of the main material, it was found out that the first attempts at the
formation of museum construction in Transcarpathia were made at the end of the 19th century. Their most
successful implementation was the creation of the first museums at educational institutions. The most important
role in the formation of the museum business in Transcarpathia was played by T. Legotskyi, an outstanding
scientist, archaeologist, historian and ethnographer. On his initiative, in 1907, the first museum society in



Transcarpathia was founded. The scientist managed to collect and classify an extremely valuable archaeological
collection (more than 7,000 antiquities), which over time became the basis for the creation of one of the leading
museums of the region of the interwar period. At the same time, there was an archeological collection in the
region kept in the Mukachevo Sviatmykolaiv Monastery, a private archeological collection of the brothers Elemir
and Yenev Zotlukal, and private collection of birds of gymnasium professor O. Grabar in Uzhhorod. The most
favorable conditions for the development of the museum business in Transcarpathia were during the period when
the region was part of Czechoslovakia (1919 - 1938). However, significant limitations in the free development of
national culture, education and science became obvious. The Ukrainian component in the then cultural and
educational sphere was manifested only thanks to the active activity of various associations. The beginning of a
new rise of national museum institutions came at the time of the accession of the region to Soviet Ukraine.
However, during this period, the significance and role of museum institutions changed radically, which led to their
liquidation and screening of existing museum funds. In 1945, the People's Museum of Transcarpathian Ukraine was
opened in Uzhgorod on the basis of liquidated museums. Museum expositions were significantly rebuilt in the
spirit of the new Marxist-Leninist ideology. Those museum professionals who especially cared about the fate of
the museum and the preservation of unique monuments of the national historical and cultural heritage, who
resisted the introduction of ideological dogmas, were subjected to repressive measures. The history of the
Transcarpathian Art Gallery, and later the Transcarpathian Art Museum, was inextricably linked with the
development and activities of the Transcarpathian Museum of Local History. One of the significant events in the
history of museum construction in the region was the opening of the Transcarpathian Regional Museum of Folk
Architecture and Life in June 1970. The goal of preserving folk life, forming an agrarian landscape and recreating
the memory of the daily life of ancestors in the form of an ancient Transcarpathian village was successfully
achieved. The beginning of a new rise of the national museum business, which fell during the years of Soviet
power, was also determined by the organization and creation of public museums. Also, in the 70s, completely new
expositions were created in the region in old religious buildings, which became museums of atheism. In the second
half of the 1960s and 1980s, the practice of creating ethnographic expositions in individual ancient buildings began
in Transcarpathia. A very difficult and critical period for the development of regional museums. turned out to be
the period of the late 80s - early In the 1990s, the country faced significant economic difficulties, which
understandably worsened the material and technical condition of museums. A number of public and school
museums ceased to exist. State museum institutions experienced a significant reduction in the number of museum
workers. Therefore, the fall of the USSR and the declaration of Ukraine's independence laid the groundwork for the
transition from the model of the Soviet museum - a place of worship and a tool of propaganda - to the model of
the museum of a free democratic society - a cultural institution, a platform for dialogue about values,
responsibility, etc.
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
