2. The dissertation addresses the problem of preparing pre-service primary school teachers to work in the context
of inclusive education for students. In the first chapter, an analysis of the theoretical and methodological
foundations of inclusive education is carried out. Additionally, it highlights the evolution of approaches to the
inclusion of people with special educational needs in general secondary education and considers the current
challenges faced by teachers. A systematic analysis of the key concepts related to the topic is conducted, detailing
the historical development of approaches to including people with special educational needs in society. The



historical aspect is discussed, along with the key concepts of inclusion: “inclusive educational environment”, which
aims to provide comfort and support for all participants in the educational process; “individual development
programme”, which serves as a tool for accommodating each student's needs, and “education for all”, which
supports the principle of equal access to quality education regardless of individual characteristics.The thesis
examines the international experience of legal regulation of inclusive education in such countries as Belgium,
Sweden, Italy, Germany, and others. Ukraine has joined the community of states for which the development of
inclusive processes is one of the key priorities of state education policy. This is confirmed by numerous regulatory
and legal acts of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, which
regulate the organization of inclusive education and declare inclusion as an essential component of educational
reform. In the second chapter, the content and structure of pre-service teachers' readiness to work in the context
of inclusive education are theoretically substantiated. The criteria, indicators, and levels of pre-service teachers’
preparation are defined, the current state of their readiness is analyzed, and the pedagogical conditions for
developing this phenomenon are justified. These aspects are considered in the context of international documents
defining the rights of people with special educational needs. The pedagogical conditions for preparing pre-service
primary school teachers to work in the setting of inclusive education have been identified and substantiated:
motivating pre-service primary school teachers to work in the conditions of inclusive education; updating the
content of professional training for pre-service primary school teachers, taking into account the needs of inclusive
education; developing the communication skills of pre-service primary school teachers through the World Cafe
technique. developing the skills of pre-service primary school specialists in focusing on creating favourable
conditions for cooperation with parents. A structural and functional model of training pre-service primary school
teachers to work in the setting of inclusive education has been developed with the aim of developing pre-services
teachers’ readiness to introduce modern, effective teaching methods that meet the requirements of inclusive
education. In the third chapter, the content and methodology for implementing the pedagogical conditions for
preparing pre-service primary school teachers to work in inclusive education setting are presented along with the
results of the ascertaining and formative stages of the experiment. Scientific novelty of the obtained results: The
present study identifies and theoretically substantiates, for the first time, the pedagogical conditions necessary for
effectively preparing pre-service primary school teachers to work within the framework of inclusive education the
effectiveness of these conditions was experimentally verified. A structural and functional model has been
developed for training pre-service primary school teachers to work in inclusive education setting. Specified
components, criteria and indicators of pre-service primary school teachers' readiness to work in conditions of
inclusive education of students; the essence of the concepts of “professional training of pre-service primary school
teachers to work in conditions of inclusive education” and "readiness of pre-service primary school teachers to
work in conditions of inclusive education of students" has been clarified. The forms, methods and techniques for
preparing pre-service primary school teachers to work in inclusive education contexts have been further
improved. The results of the study can be implemented in the educational process of higher education institutions
and postgraduate education institutions when teaching courses for primary school teachers, methods of teaching
in primary school, pedagogy, psychology, as well as elective courses, special courses, trainings, in the organisation
and conduct of pedagogical practice.
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
