2. The dissertation is devoted to the evolution of the Greek community of Odesa during the late eighteenth - early
twentieth centuries. The study focuses on the historical and demographic aspects of the reproduction of the city's
Greek population under the conditions of urbanization and modernization of its socio-economic and demographic
life for more than a century. For Ukraine, the study of the history of the Greek community of Odesa and its
demographic evolution is essential, as it contributes to the knowledge of the processes of internal and external
migration, the elements of migration policy, etc. It is also necessary to study the role that Odesa and its
demographic potential played in the development of the Greek liberation revolution of 1821 and the emergence of
the Hellenic Republic on the European political map. The topic of the thesis appears very relevant today because
the issues of the demography of the Greeks of Odesa have been insufficiently addressed in both Ukrainian and
Greek historiography. Research on the life of the Greek diaspora in the Ukrainian lands makes it possible to
address the issues of the history of the countries of South-Eastern and Eastern Europe, including Greece and
Ukraine, which so far have not been paid much attention to. The Introduction reveals the relevance of the topic,
defines the object and subject of research, and chronological and territorial boundaries of the study. It also sets the
aim and objectives of the thesis, introduces the research methods, the scientific novelty, the practical significance,
and the testing of the results. There are also indicated the main achievements of the applicant. Chapter One of the
thesis reviews the sources and literature and research methods. Their analysis is systematized by research
problems and in chronological order. The source base of the thesis research comprises an array of documents
divided into four groups, depending on their origin and kind. The first group, the largest in number and
importance, consists of statistical materials. The second group of sources includes official papers, legislative acts
and administrative orders, and public epistolary documents. The third group contains memoirs and recollections
(so-called "ego-documents"). The fourth group includes publications in the mass media. The first, the largest in
number and the most important group of sources, is represented by statistical corpora (both aggregated and
original) including materials from Russian, Greek and local censuses, church metrics, and economic and
administrative survey reports. The databases created using these materials and publications in the press allowed
to do reconstructions at the level of micro-social reality and demographic behavior of the Greek population of
Odesa. The study also introduces to the academic community the data from the 1879 General Population Census of
the Hellenic Kingdom (exogenous materials), which includes information about Greek subjects in diasporas, and
the Greeks of Odesa in particular.
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
