2. The dissertation «Exercise of power in the occupied territory: a comparative analysis» offers a comprehensive
study of occupation as a mechanism of foreign or international control over territories. The research moves
beyond the traditional legal understanding of occupation under international humanitarian law (IHL),
conceptualizing it as a broader political phenomenon. While IHL defines the legal regime of occupation, actual
practices demonstrate more complex forms. The aim of the study is to identify how power is exercised under
foreign control. The relevance lies in the emergence of new models of external governance and, specifically, the
occupation of Ukrainian territories. Occupation is viewed as a specific political regime or institution enabling
external control. The study proposes a typology of occupation forms: international territorial administration (ITA),
military occupation (MO), and military occupation for annexation (MOA). A theoretical model of MOA is developed,
encompassing the structure of authority, governance mechanisms, and the transformation of political space.
Through comparative analysis of case studies - ITA (Kosovo, East Timor), MO (Iraqg, Palestine), MOA (Northern
Cyprus, Ukraine after February 24, 2022) - the dissertation identifies how control is institutionalized and how
annexation is pursued via military, legal, administrative, and political integration. Chapter one outlines the
theoretical and methodological foundations of the research. It analyzes the evolution of the occupation concept
and develops a typology of regimes based on goals, duration, administrative structures, and key actors. Occupation
is defined as a form of external rule, regardless of legitimacy. Occupying power is exercised through military or
military-civilian structures, fulfills strategic goals, and affects state-building processes. Key analytical categories
include: causes of occupation, objectives, governance structures, policies, outcomes, and roles of local actors.
Chapter two examines the exercise of power in ITA, MO, and MOA. ITAs (Kosovo, East Timor) are political



institutions with mandates for stabilization and democratization, enjoying international legitimacy. Their
effectiveness depends on global consensus. MOs (Iraq, Palestine) illustrate transformative and security-driven
forms of control, but also expose issues of legitimacy and strategic miscalculations. MOA (Northern Cyprus)
demonstrates coercive integration, creation of dependent administrations, rejection of IHL norms, and long-term
external governance by Turkey. Chapter three explores the evolution of Russian occupation policy in Ukraine. It
analyzes three stages of establishing the «LPR/DPR» (2014-2022): initial, militarized, and bureaucratic. Russia
pursued indirect occupation by creating controlled administrations. The failure of the Minsk process and
integration attempts led to a shift to direct occupation in 2022. Military-civilian administrations were established,
followed by pseudo-referendums and political reorganization in preparation for annexation. The study details
Russia’s key policies: formation of local elites, nationalization of enterprises, implementation of Russian education
and social programs, forced deportations, demographic changes, suppression of Ukrainian language, information
isolation, and propaganda. Trends include a shift to direct occupation, legal and political integration into Russian
frameworks, disregard for international law, and a «raise the stakes» strategy for securing recognition. In response
to internal challenges, Russia imposes full elite control; externally, it uses force and showcases «achievements».
The dissertation argues that occupation serves to displace local actors, solve strategic issues, and achieve long-
term objectives. It introduces a new typology of three occupation models, each differing in mechanisms of power
and impact on sovereignty. The research deepens the understanding of occupation as a political institution and
offers a foundation for further studies in security, reintegration, and external governance. Keywords: military
occupation, international security, political institutions, war, political regimes, annexation, conflicts, state.
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
