2. The study presents a historical-pedagogical scientific analysis of discursive manifestations of theoretical
understanding and practical design of labour education in the philosophical and pedagogical thought and
pedagogical practices of the Age of Enlightenment in Western Europe and in the Ukrainian pedagogical thought of
the 1920s and 1930s of the 20th century. This study represents the first analysis of the Western European
philosophical and pedagogical discourse of the 18th century, as well as the Eastern European philosophical and



pedagogical discourse at the beginning of the 20th century. It focuses on the evolution of labour education ideas
and pays particular attention to the characteristics of social conditions as the basis of conceptual interpretations,
as well as to the metamorphoses of meaning that occurred with the historical change of conditions. The author
demonstrates that the concepts of Ukrainian humanistic and creative labour education have their roots in
antiquity, tracing their lineage back to the Enlightenment era in Western Europe. This challenges the prevailing
view that these concepts emerged later. The triangulation of interdisciplinary methodological approaches within
the interpretive paradigm is employed in the design of the research methodology, thereby contributing to the
methodological apparatus of the history of pedagogy. The combination of the historical contextualism of the
Cambridge School (corresponding to the history of concepts in the German scientific tradition) with the objective
hermeneutics of Ulrich Oevermann provides a novel perspective on the issues addressed in the dissertation. In the
initial stages of the research, the design is enhanced by the incorporation of a qualitative content analysis method.
The logic of Grounded Theory is employed in the comparison of a sample of texts. Consequently, the primary
corpus of analysed texts comprised books, articles, essays and other materials written in the original languages of
English, French, Swiss and German. These texts were authored by pedagogues-philosophers of the Enlightenment
period, including J. Basedow, H. Salzmann, D. Locke, J. Pestalozzi, F. Rochow and J.-J. Rousseau. Additionally, the
corpus included works by prominent figures of the Ukrainian pedagogical intelligentsia at the beginning of the
20th century, such as B. Grinchenko, O. Muzychenko, S. Rusova and Ya. Chepiga (Zelenkevicha) The research drew
upon a range of materials from Ukrainian and foreign archival and library collections, in addition to online
resources from the Magdeburg University library. In addition, a further corpus of sources was consulted for the
purpose of analysing general social conditions. These included original publications by contemporary Ukrainian
and Western European scientists in the field of education and pedagogy (P. Albrecht, P. Baumann, L. Berezivska, K.
Briiggemann, V. The following scholars were also consulted: Bushanskyi, H. Bodeker, W. B6hm, P. Geyer, O. Drach,
V. Motuz, D. Neutatz (D. Neutatz), J. Overhoff, O. Figes, W. Fontius, N. Hammerstein, J. Herder, U. Hermann (U.
Hermann), H. Schmitt (H. Schmitt), B. Stollberg-Rilinger (B. Stollberg-Rilinger), and others. Consequently, a
synthesis of Western European and Ukrainian scientific perspectives was achieved, thereby enhancing the existing
body of knowledge on the genesis and evolution of labour education concepts. The distinctive feature of this work
is that the conceptual apparatus is not derived deductively from the modern scientific and pedagogical discourse.
Instead, it is formed inductively-abductively, with meanings being added during the process of text analysis. In
other words, this study has resulted in the establishment of an original conceptual palette of meanings pertaining
to labour education within the educational process, as well as the search for attempts at its discursive
conceptualisation. This study introduces two new concepts into the scientific discourse: "Svitlovtsi" and
"Vushivtsi." These concepts refer to the Ukrainian intelligentsia, who were apologists of the national idea of labour
education, from the end of the 19th to the first third of the 20th century. In this study, the author identifies and
examines pedagogical and formative principles that reflect the role of work in the educational process during the
Age of Enlightenment. Additionally, the author analyses the evolution of these ideas in the domestic context of the
1920s and 1930s, considering the conditions that led to their scientific justification, beginning in the late 19th
century.
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
