2. The introduction substantiates the relevance of the topic of the dissertation research, defines the object,
subject, chronological and territorial boundaries, goal and task. The relevance of the research lies in the detailed
study of the everyday life of orphans and homeless children in the post-war period for the possibility of using
historical experience to develop social programs aimed at protecting modern orphans. In addition, the relevance is
due to the need to debunk one of the most famous ideological myths of the Soviet Union - the myth about the
"happy childhood" of all Soviet children. The scientific novelty of the obtained results is a comprehensive study of
the everyday life of orphans and homeless children in children's institutions from the moment they are removed



from the street until they are placed on independent life after reaching adulthood. The living conditions of orphans
who were in various forms of foster care were studied. Illegal and criminal actions of the workers of the children
homes are highlighted. The arrangement of pupils by the state for study or work and their living conditions in the
"outside" world are analyzed. The work contains elements of microhistory in the form of stories from the lives of
orphans. A comparison of the Soviet and European experience of caring for orphans was made. Previously
unknown documents and materials were discovered and introduced into scientific circulation, in particular
photographs depicting the daily life of children in orphanages. The practical significance of the dissertation is that
its materials can serve as a guide for the development of social programs aimed at protecting modern orphans. The
results of the research can be used for writing textbooks on the history of Ukraine, teaching aids on social history,
teaching lecture courses on the history of everyday life. The first chapter of the dissertation presents a
historiographic overview of the researched topic, an analysis of the source base, and the theoretical and
methodological foundations of the research. The historiography of the problem is represented by the works of
Soviet and modern Ukrainian and foreign scientists. The source base is represented by documents and materials of
central and regional archives of the war and post-war periods. Materials from published sources, periodicals,
memoirs are also used. The theoretical and methodological basis of the research is the principles of objectivity,
historicism and comprehensiveness. The dissertation was based on complex, concrete-historical and cultural-
anthropological approaches. General scientific research methods were used: analysis and synthesis, induction and
deduction, hermeneutic, statistical and quantitative analysis methods; specially historical - historical-genetic,
comparative-historical, historical-typological, retrospective, historical-biographical. The methods of visual
research - photographic and iconographic - were also used. The second chapter examines the causes of mass child
orphanhood and homelessness. It was revealed that in addition to the war and the occupation of the territory of
Ukraine, the famine of 1946-1947 and post-war repressions were no less significant. Analyzing juvenile crime, it was
found that although minors mainly resorted to petty thefts and offenses, there are rare cases of minors
committing serious crimes with the purpose of robbery. The activity of the government to improve the situation
with mass child homelessness is highlighted. The third chapter of the dissertation examines the everyday life and
living conditions of children in orphanages. It was found that material support remained insufficient throughout
the entire period under study. The chronic shortage of living space contributed to the spread of diseases and led to
epidemics among the pupils. The personnel of children's institutions, methods of "education” and illegal actions of
employees of orphanages were analyzed. Study and labor education of pupils are considered. It was found that
school assessments of orphans often did not correspond to their real knowledge, and labor training was often
organized without taking into account the age, gender and physical capabilities of children. The fourth chapter
examines the conditions of children's stay in collective farm and family patronage, as well as the subsequent
placement of adolescents for independent living. Thus, in the collective farm patronage, children were often left
without supervision and minimal care. On the other hand, families applying for family patronage of orphans were
guided by monthly state subsidies for child maintenance. After the pupils reached the appropriate age, the state
had to direct them to employment or further education. However, ministries and departments accepted only a
limited number of teenagers, citing the lack of dormitories. The conclusions sum up the results of the conducted
