2. The presented dissertation is dedicated to the study of election technologies in Ukraine, in particular, their
specific application and main development trends. Electoral technologies are an important element of political
communication in modern democracies, and their implementation significantly affects the outcome of election
campaigns, the formation of public opinion, and the process of making political decisions. The work is aimed at
analyzing changes in the field of application of electoral technologies, including expanding their role in shaping
political communication, strengthening ties between political parties, voters, public organizations, media and
international observers. An important aspect of the work is the study of the processes of institutionalization and
professionalization of the use of election technologies in the Ukrainian political context, as well as their impact on
political representation and election control. The scientific novelty of the obtained results consists in establishing
a dialectical connection between the development of electoral technologies, democratic transformations and the
crisis of institutional trust. It was determined that the specifics of the application of election technologies in
Ukraine are determined by the features of transitional democracy and the growing challenges of digitalization of
the political process. The study rationalizes that the latest electoral technologies, especially those that use social
media, not only shape electoral preferences, but also increase the political polarization of society. It was
established that the traditional approaches to the evaluation of election technologies, based on the criteria of
"efficiency" and "effectiveness", are supplemented by new requirements for the transparency and ethics of the use
of such technologies. This allows us to interpret electoral technologies as a tool of democratic representation,



provided that the standards of openness and equality of participants in the political process are observed. The
study also sheds light on the process of reconceptualizing the role of the state in regulating election technologies.
It is shown that the state simultaneously denies the use of manipulative or shadow technologies, such as black PR
and fake news, and supports the development of transparent mechanisms for influencing electoral behavior, in
particular through digital tools. The ambivalence of state policy is manifested in the fact that, on the one hand,
opaque practices are limited, and on the other hand, the institutionalization of technologies is stimulated to
increase the adaptability of the political system to modern challenges. The work also determined that the
interpretation of election technologies in Ukraine at the current stage is changing in the direction of their more
formalized use in public and state institutions, which allows for more effective communication between the state
and civil society.The practical significance of the obtained results is determined by their scientific novelty and the
possibility of application in the practical activities of state bodies, local self-government bodies, political parties
and non-governmental organizations. The practical significance of the study opens up new opportunities for
understanding electoral technologies as a tool of political communication, shaping electoral behavior and
improving the quality of democratic processes in Ukraine. The results of the research can be used to develop and
improve election strategies, improve the effectiveness of communication with voters, and prevent manipulative
practices during election campaigns. State bodies can use the results of the research to strengthen the
transparency and openness of election processes, as well as to ensure the compliance of election technologies
with international standards. The study provides the basis for the formation of effective election strategies based
on the latest digital technologies, in particular, social media and big data, which will allow parties to better
navigate electoral preferences. The obtained data can be integrated into educational courses in political science,
public administration, law and communications. This will contribute to the training of specialists capable of
analyzing and applying modern election technologies
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
