2. The dissertation research is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the everyday life of Ukrainian potters in the
1940s-1960s within the context of the socio-economic, cultural, and political transformations of the Soviet period.
The study focuses on reconstructing material living conditions, professional practices, forms of social interaction,
and mechanisms of adaptation of pottery communities to changes caused by war, post-war reconstruction, and
the command-administrative economic system. The research is based on an interdisciplinary approach combining
methods of social history, the history of everyday life, oral history, and cultural anthropology. The state and level of
scholarly development of the topic are examined. To systematize the historiography, a gradational model was
applied, allowing scholarly works to be classified according to their level of generalization and thematic scope.
Two main research directions are identified: Soviet historiography and studies by contemporary Ukrainian
scholars. The Soviet period is conditionally divided into three stages: up to the mid-1950s, from the second half of
the 1950s to the mid-1980s, and the period of “perestroika.” The source base of the research consists of a
representative and diverse body of unpublished archival materials from central and regional archives, published
normative and reporting documents, materials from periodicals, as well as audiovisual sources. The study employs
an interdisciplinary methodology that integrates approaches from the history of everyday life, social history,
historical anthropology, and microhistory, enabling a comprehensive reconstruction of potters’ everyday practices



and a critical rethinking of established views on the functioning of folk crafts in the Soviet era. The factors shaping
the organization of the production environment and labor process of potters are analyzed. It is established that the
artel-factory system was characterized by a high degree of labor regulation and strict standardization of
production output. It is demonstrated that during the analyzed period there was a short-term revival of household
production, which, however, was significantly constrained by Soviet tax policy aimed at shifting from individual
craftsmanship to collective artel-based forms of labor. It is also found that the level of material well-being of
craftsmen was partly influenced by their professional education. The system of professional training of potters in
the 1940s-1960s developed at the intersection of traditional family-based mechanisms of transmitting craft
knowledge and institutional models of Soviet vocational training. The study reveals the socio-domestic aspects of
potters’ everyday life, which were closely connected with the family environment and the rural way of life. Three
models of family interaction are identified: spousal cooperation, individual female employment, and households
with one active craftsman. The family functioned as a basic socio-economic unit that ensured the distribution of
productive and domestic roles and the transmission of professional skills. The preservation of rituals and
prohibitions related to the firing process endowed production activities with symbolic meaning and served as a
form of traditional risk regulation. Despite the dominance of atheistic ideology in the Soviet era, these elements of
spiritual culture persisted and coexisted with the requirements of technological labor regulation. The significance
of informal social practices, particularly the use of nicknames in the professional environment of potters, is
demonstrated. It is determined that they functioned as social markers, facilitated group identification, and served
as elements of social navigation. The impact of the socio-political upheavals of the mid-twentieth century on the
everyday life of Ukrainian potters is also examined. It is established that the social consequences of the Second
World War manifested in the destruction of traditional social ties, demographic losses, and the disruption of
professional continuity, especially among Ostarbeiters and former concentration camp prisoners. The famine of
1946-1947 became one of the most severe trials for pottery families, as a result of which the craft acquired
primarily utilitarian functions and was transformed into an instrument of physical survival.
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
