2. The thesis is dedicated to the study of theoretical and methodological fundamentals and peculiarities of
transformation of national monetary systems within the framework of institutional globalization of monetary and
financial sphere. The study reveals the essence of national monetary systems and institutional globalization of
monetary and financial sphere. The author discloses institutional and security dimensions of transformation of
national monetary systems. The author analyzes international financial organizations as the exogenous
institutional determinant for national monetary systems’ transformation. The dissertation sets out peculiarities of
monetary policy of developed countries and its main elements. The author describes the influence of international
financial institutions on convergence of monetary systems of developing countries and countries with emerging
markets. The interconnection of lending to IFIs with the exchange rate regime, currency restrictions, gross
reserves and the level of debt and currency security of developing countries has been established. The author
analyzes monetary component for transforming Ukrainian economy within the framework of institutional
globalization of monetary and financial sphere. Strategic priorities for the national monetary system
transformation in terms of cooperation with IFIs are formulated. Recommendations on determining the optimal
amounts of IMF financing for the Ukrainian economy in the context of state debt security are developed. For the
first time, the institutional globalization of the monetary and financial sphere has been substantiated as a process
of formation and functioning of supranational regulation of currency systems by direct or indirect transfer of
managerial subjectivity from the states to the level of international financial organizations, as a result of which
there is a partial or complete transformation of national currency systems, with the criteria of optimality changes
as compliance with the requirements of economic security of the state, in particular exchange rate stability and
debt security. The difference in the influence of international financial organizations on the national monetary
systems is revealed, on the one hand, in asymmetric consequences depending on the level of socio-economic
development of the state, and on the other hand, it is revealed in the transformation of the elements of the
national currency systems that are most convergent in conditions of institutional globalization. It has been shown
that developing countries are undergoing systemic transformational pressure from international financial
institutions, covering, first and foremost, such elements of the national monetary system as national currency and
the exchange rate regime, with its consequences for national currency depreciation and dollarization. In turn, a
group of developed countries actually controls the IMF, World Bank and regional development banks' decisions to
promote their national interests and protect the positions of transnational corporations and banks, while
maintaining full sovereignty over their own national currency systems.
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
