2. The author considers the peculiarities of security studies, which at the beginning of the XXI century began to be
distinguished in a separate branch, with its own approaches, apparatus, and methodology. Among the main
approaches are realism, liberalism, critical theory, theory of games, constructivism with their branches. The theory
of regional security complexes is the result of the synthesis of neo-realism and constructivism, the result of the
scientific work of representatives of the Copenhagen School of International Relations. Research using this theory
provides an opportunity to focus on the role of international institutions in fixing such interactions. The author
notes that in different periods of the functioning of security structures in this European space they had a different
circle of participants. The widest representation was during the Vienna concert, when the Russian Empire became
one of the centers of power of the European system. After the First World War, the system began to disintegrate
into two parts, which was secured after the Second World War by the division of Germany and the states of
Central Europe. Block confrontation and the Cold War consolidated such a division, suppressing the processes of
regional security dynamics in Europe. After the collapse of the NATO-Warsaw Pact confrontation system, with the
onset of the transition period, the RSC began to stand out, but separate: complex Europe-EU and the complex
around the Russian Federation. In this form, the security structure lasted until 2008, when the regional security
complex began to be completely continental with the conflict on its basis. The Europe-EU complex is a unipolar
formation, where the only pole is represented by institutions. The uniqueness of such a structure consists in the
fact that in varying degrees within this pole there are all the states belonging to the RSC. In turn, the RSC, which
was formed around the Russian Federation after the collapse of the USSR, was built as a centralized formation with
the state-leader inside. The dynamics of interaction was high, but directions were usually limited to ties between
Russia as a central power and other participants of the complex - with each separately. States combined close
economic, political, social interconnections, which was a prerequisite for close cooperation in many areas. The
main Russian instrument for building loyal relations with the states of the regional complex was the actual
interference in the internal affairs of these states and the support of loyal political elites, as well as participation in
ethnic or separatist conflicts in the states of the complex. The dissertation analyzes the concepts of new
Atlanticism and continentalism, which became two alternatives to the development of the security system on the
European continent after the end of the Cold War. The situation of the first two decades after the end of the Cold
War, when the two RSCs were allocated, could be regarded as transit, since such an approach was dictated, in
particular, by the unreliability of the situation in international relations after the completion of a certain historical
stage of the international system. According to the dissertation, the Treaty on European Security is the basis of
Russia's vision of a new continental security architecture. The projects of the above-mentioned treaty were
initiated by the Russian Federation in order to join the ranks of the states of the European security structure.
Russia has been suspended from Euro-Atlantic processes, as well as from European integration processes, having
lost all possible means of direct influence on the formation of new rules and principles for the functioning of the
security complex, which gradually began to include states that were not so long ago belonged to the range of
influence of the Soviet Union. Thus, the Russian Federation sought to restore the credibility lost after the collapse
of the USSR, or at least get a seat at the negotiating table among the direct participants. Conflict laid in the core of
the new security complex develops on several levels. In addition to the fact that he took shape in a clear military
crisis, it is also an ideological and value conflict. Thus, the security architecture in Europe from 1990 to the present
day has seen a stage of uncertainty and is at the stage of completing the registration of a single complex of
regional security now. By 2008, two regional complexes, the Europe-EU and the complex around the Russian
Federation, could be distinguished in the space. In 2008, the period began to merge complexes around a conflict
that originated in the common neighborhood. Structurally, this conflict develops in several directions (economic,
energy, political), but the most dense concentration of opposition vectors is currently observed in the Ukrainian
conflict unit.
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
