2. The dissertation is devoted to the comprehensive study of the problem of everyday life of Crimea urban
residents in 1985-1991. The study outlines the economic infrastructure of the peninsula cities and defines their
socio-economic functions, describes the structure of employment of urban population. The ethnic composition of
Crimea in general and cities in particular is determined. The influence of socio-economic transformations on the
material well-being of the peninsula inhabitants is considered, namely, the adoption of the Laws of the USSR «On
State Enterprise (Association)» and «On Cooperation», the Resolution of the Central Committee of the CPSU and
the Council of Ministers of the USSR «On the main directions of restructuring the pricing system under the new
economic mechanism» and the orders of the President of the USSR M.S.Horbachov and Decrees of the Cabinet of
Ministers of the USSR «On the cessation of acceptance of payment for banknotes of the State Bank of the USSR at
the face value of 50 and 100 rubles of 1961 sample and the order of their exchange and restrictions on the issuance
of cash from citizens' deposits» and «On the reform of retail prices and social protection of the population». The
level of provision of housing for the urban population of Crimea is analyzed. The main factors of unsatisfactory
realization of the objectives of the «Housing-2000» program and the factors influencing the solution of the
housing problem are determined. The transformation of state housing policy is characterized. The communal
infrastructure of urban settlements of the Crimea is considered, the influence of its material and technical
condition on the quality of the peninsula inhabitants’ life is determined. The level of provision of the population of
Crimea by local production of essential goods is stated and the influence of the reforms of 1985-1991 on the
generation of the deficit in the consumer market is determined. The quality of food and industrial goods is
characterized and the influence of their assortment on the level of satisfaction of customers' needs is considered.
The level of consumption of the main food products by Crimea population of according to the recommended
norms is considered. The value of the collective farm markets in providing the peninsula with fruit and vegetable
products and fruits along with the state retail trade is considered, and the comparison of the value of food
products in these trade objects has been made. The influence of anti-alcohol campaign on the consumer market is
considered. The service sector is described, its influence on the quality of life of the peninsula cities inhabitants is
determined. The main types of household services provided in the Crimean cities are considered. The organization
of public catering and its influence on the comfort of the peninsula cities are characterized. The creation of
cooperatives in the service sector and their influence on the level of servicing of the Crimean settlements is
analyzed. The level of service of the urban population of Crimea by public transport is characterized, the features
of provision of the specified services during the period of the holiday season are determined. The components of
health care in Crimea are considered. In particular, the level of medical care, organization of rest and introduction
of physical culture in everyday life. The material and technical condition of medical institutions, the level of
provision of personnel, medical products and equipment, and their impact on the quality of services provided are
determined. The importance of introducing paid services into the health care system is considered. The ecological
state of the Crimea is described. The factors that have had a negative impact on the environment and their
implications for the local population are identified. The significance of the Crimea as a sanatorium-resort complex
in meeting the recreational needs of the urban inhabitants of the peninsula is revealed. The purpose of the Soviet
government in the implementation of physical culture in the everyday life of every Soviet citizen is determined,
and the measures of its popularization among the urban society are described. The effect of democratization of
society and publicity policy on the level of satisfaction of cultural needs of Crimea population is highlighted. The
basic forms of organization of leisure are considered and the influence of creating new types of culture institutions
on their expansion are revealed. Characterized local Crimea TV, format of TV programs, their content. The basic
musical genres popular among the urban population of the Crimea were determined. The process of the
introduction of Soviet rites in the daily life of the urban population is revealed, the main Soviet holidays and
ceremonies are described, their place in the life of Soviet citizens is determined. In the framework of the analysis
of the transformation of state-religious relations, the process of
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
