2. The dissertation is dedicated to the systemic analysis of the functioning of the National Police of Ukraine in the
context of the national administrative-legal doctrine. The work proposes conceptually new approaches to
improving the work of the National Police of Ukraine, especially in the conditions of armed aggression by the
Russian Federation against Ukraine. Key theoretical and practical aspects related to this issue are also considered.
The research explores the genesis of the development of the concept of armed aggression, classifies the concept
of aggression interacting with other types of domestic state policies. Special attention is given to the interaction
and coordination of actions of the National Police of Ukraine with other participants in ensuring public safety
during the period of armed aggression by the Russian Federation against Ukraine. Emphasis is placed on the
prospects for improving the normative-legal framework for the activities of the National Police of Ukraine in the
conditions of armed aggression by the Russian Federation against Ukraine. The study also examines international
experience in the activities of National Police agencies during armed aggression. The functioning of the National
Police agencies in the conditions of armed aggression is studied, and conclusions and proposals are justified with
the aim of optimizing the administrative-legal regulation of their activities. Attention is focused on the tasks
performed by the National Police. We emphasize that the main tasks today remain: 1) protecting the rights and
freedoms of individuals, as well as the interests of the public and the country. The task is to provide police services
in the field of protecting the rights and freedoms of citizens, implementing the "public service" approach. The
essence of this approach lies in respecting and ensuring human rights and fundamental freedoms as a key value in
police activities; the police perform their function according to the needs of individuals, especially in times of war;
2) combating illegal migration and human trafficking. The scale of illegal migration is explained by several factors:
firstly, limited opportunities for men and women of the corresponding age to legally travel abroad due to increased
migration control (general mobilization is a stimulus); secondly, increasing demand for illegal and cheap foreign
workers (mass migration of Ukrainians abroad); thirdly, the development of transport infrastructure contributing
to human smuggling; fourthly, the abolition of emigration control by many countries bordering Western European
states. We have analyzed the cooperation and interaction of the National Police of Ukraine with similar subjects of
public safety from the beginning of the anti-terrorist operation to the present. During the anti-terrorist operation
preceding the JFO, a new era of interaction between law enforcement agencies was practically formed. However,
only after the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation, it became necessary to ensure public safety and order
separately from the bodies and units of the National Police of Ukraine and in cooperation with other authorized
law enforcement agencies and voluntary military associations. It is crucial to address organizational and
procedural issues of interaction between the Ministry of Internal Affairs and such agencies as the National Police
of Ukraine, the State Migration Service of Ukraine, the State Border Guard Service of Ukraine, and the State
Emergency Service of Ukraine. The activities of these state bodies are directed and controlled by the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine through the Minister of Internal Affairs of Ukraine in the process of formulating and
implementing state policies in accordance with the respective spheres. An analysis of the legal support for the
activities of the National Police of Ukraine in the context of Russia's armed aggression against Ukraine was
conducted before and after the full-scale invasion by the Russian Federation. During a state of war, almost all state
institutions undergo changes in their powers, competencies, rights, and obligations, as well as procedures and
norms. The National Police is no exception: substantial changes have been made to a significant number of legal
acts regulating its activities and functioning during a state of war. Overall, the administrative-legal norms are quite
scattered among a large number of sources of various scopes, purposes, subjects, and legal force. Therefore, there
is a great need for their systematization.
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
