2. The work conducted a comprehensive study of the theoretical foundations of public administration mechanisms
for ensuring socio-humanitarian security in Ukraine, identifying proposals for improving public administration
mechanisms for ensuring socio-humanitarian security in Ukraine, taking into account modern globalization trends.
The author identified the conceptual and categorical apparatus for studying the issue of ensuring socio-
humanitarian security. Socio-humanitarian security is a safe space (world order) for humans, society, countries
and the world, dominated by basic values aimed at preserving the lives of people on the planet, the formation of an
ecosystem where people can receive all the benefits of civilization and be safe, and societies and countries will
have the opportunity to develop safely and not experience negative impacts from both the human factor (human
life) and natural cataclysms and disasters. It is socio-humanitarian security that forms harmonious relations
between people, civilizations, countries and nature (in the broad sense of the word). The work systematizes

modern problems of ensuring socio-humanitarian security and notes that socio-humanitarian security is an



essential element of globalization, which forms new models of the world order, it is in an organic relationship with
peacekeeping, world building, new ethics, ethical security, political ethics, ethics of political responsibility,
international security. The main problems of ensuring socio-humanitarian security include the following:
environmental degradation, which leads to dangerous life activities of society and man; international crime,
increased drug trafficking; moral problems of security, which are at the junction of general theoretical ethics and
various "specialized" areas of ethical thought - military ethics, political ethics, bioethics, etc.; the formation of a
fundamentally new "worldview vector" of the individual involved in ensuring the national security system, an
objective perception of new global and national realities and those fundamental foreign and domestic political
changes that occurred after the destruction of the bipolar confrontational world; the problem of digitalization of
culture and education, etc. The author analyzed the role of international organizations in the implementation of
mechanisms for ensuring socio-humanitarian security. The UN plays a key role in shaping and ensuring socio-
humanitarian security, as well as in providing important humanitarian assistance to the population of affected
countries. The following UN organizations: FAO (Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations), UNDP,
UNEP (United Nations Environment Programme), UNFPA (United Nations Population Fund), UN-HABITAT (United
Nations Human Settlements Programme), UNICEF (United Nations Children's Fund), UNOPS (United Nations
Office for Project Services), ILO (International Labour Organization), WMO (World Meteorological Organization),
WHO (World Health Organization), UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization),
UNV (United Nations Volunteers Programme) and the World Bank prioritize reducing socio-humanitarian security
in their strategic documents. The formation and development of public administration mechanisms for ensuring
socio-humanitarian security in the European Union is considered. The main components of socio-humanitarian
security in the EU are: 1) economic security. It dictates the need to ensure a decent standard of living for each
person, as well as their protection from such structural problems as unemployment, including partial (especially
among young people), poverty and prolonged economic crises; 2) food security. The problem is not the lack of
food, but its improper distribution. This involves targeted assistance to people who need such assistance; 3)
sanitary and hygienic security. There are large areas in the world where there is no drinking water. In
industrialized countries, the emphasis is on cancer. It is postulated that poor people, especially children, are most
susceptible to health threats; 4) environmental security. It means ensuring a natural environment favorable for
human habitation, its protection from the degradation of local and global ecosystems; 5) personal security. This
type of security is aimed at ensuring the protection of a person from physical violence, regardless of who it comes
from - from one's own state, other states or other groups of people; 6) public security; 7) political security. It
concerns the protection of fundamental human rights as citizens of a state and the elimination of barriers to their
implementation (political repression by the state, systematic torture, disappearances, etc.).
