The chapter titled "Theoretical
Foundations of the Functioning of International Tourism in the World and EU Countries" provides an in-depth
exploration of the theoretical and empirical dimensions of how international tourism affects the socioeconomic
development of EU nations. It examines the perspectives of both domestic and international scholars on the study
of international tourism, analyzing key trends and challenges faced by the tourism sector in a globalized



environment. The chapter introduces various conceptual models that elucidate the role of tourism in driving
economic growth and social progress. Building on a synthesis of prior studies and an analysis of the core
characteristics of international tourism - such as cross-border movement of travelers and the exchange of cultural
and economic assets - a refined definition of the phenomenon is proposed. international tourism can be
considered as the crossing of state borders for the purpose of recreation, health improvement, cultural exchange
or other non-material purposes without the performance of paid activities, with the duration of stay varying from
24 hours to one year. In addition, a clarification of the definition of the tourism industry was proposed. Thus, the
tourism industry is a complex of enterprises, institutions and organizations that ensure the creation, distribution,
exchange and consumption of tourism services. This system includes a wide range of entities such as hospitality
providers, transport operators, food service establishments, cultural institutions, entertainment facilities, and
sports venues, all of which collectively address tourists’ needs, utilize tourism resources, and contribute to the
sector's material infrastructure. An extensive review of scholarly works focused on the factors shaping
international tourism highlights the critical drivers of this sector’s development. Economic determinants, such as
income levels, affordability of tourism services, transport and accommodation costs, are identified alongside
socio-cultural variables, including language, cultural traditions, and societal openness. The analysis also
underscores the importance of natural and geographical factors, such as climate, seasonality, and the availability of
tourism resources, as well as political considerations like stability, security, visa regulations, and international
cooperation. Furthermore, recent studies emphasize the transformative impact of digitalization, including
advancements in online platforms, mobile applications, and ICT, which have enhanced the accessibility and
organization of travel services. The dissertation substantiates the relevance of employing factors such as tourist
arrivals, expenditure per tourist, accommodation capacity (e.g., number of beds), and the average duration of stay
to evaluate their impact on GDP per capita. Methodological approaches are developed to identify the key
determinants influencing GDP per capita. The statistical analysis conducted within the study enables the
evaluation of temporal trends across various factors. By employing linear regression analysis, significant
relationships between key variables and GDP per capita were identified. Moreover, the application of vector
autoregression (VAR) techniques enhanced the scope of the analysis, facilitating the examination of dynamic
interrelations among variables over time. Impulse response analysis further provided insights into the short-term
effects of shocks in selected variables on economic outcomes. This comprehensive approach offered a deeper
understanding of the interplay between influencing factors and their contribution to economic growth. In the
section entitled "Analysis of the Impact of International Tourism on the Socio-Economic Development of EU
Countries" particular emphasis is placed on exploring the role of digitalization in the tourism industry. This
includes the adoption of information and communication technologies, the development of online platforms, and
the proliferation of mobile applications.
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
