2. The study provides a comprehensive analysis of the administrative and legal foundations for ensuring the
protection of participants in criminal proceedings in Ukraine. It examines the theoretical principles that shape this
field, tracks the evolution of scholarly approaches, and explains how earlier doctrinal views influenced the
formation of the modern protection system. The research refines and expands the conceptual and categorical
framework, focusing on the definitions of administrative and legal relations, the scope of state obligations, and the
functional role of authorised bodies involved in security measures. The work characterises the current state of
administrative and legal regulation of relations in the sphere of safeguarding participants in criminal proceedings.
It identifies the full range of actors responsible for applying and coordinating protection measures, including law
enforcement bodies, security institutions, prosecutorial authorities, courts, and specialised administrative units. It
also outlines the object of these relations, which includes organisational structures, legal norms, and procedures
that regulate the implementation of protective actions. The substantive elements are examined through the rights
and duties of participants, the guarantees offered by the state, and the administrative procedures used to assess
risks, apply measures, and monitor their effectiveness. The study develops a detailed classification of
administrative and legal relations in the analysed domain. It groups them according to their legal nature -
regulatory, protective, or delictual. It also differentiates relations by their functional orientation, such as planning,
implementation, monitoring, audit, and interagency coordination. In addition, the classification captures the
substantive content of these relations, distinguishing between processes linked to risk assessment, operative
decision-making, protective measures, and long-term support for individuals whose security remains under
threat. The research defines methodological principles for the risk-oriented administration of protection
programs. It sets out criteria for identifying threats, assessing their probability and impact, and matching risk
levels with proportionate measures. It also highlights the need for unified analytical tools capable of supporting
decision-making across different agencies. The study outlines directions for improvement, including standardized
risk matrices, digital monitoring tools, and clear procedures for escalating protective actions when circumstances
change. A comparative-legal analysis of foreign administrative and legal models is provided. The study reviews the
U.S. “full-cycle” model, which integrates screening, relocation, identity change, and long-term support into a
single coordinated structure. It contrasts this with European models that emphasise proportionality, procedural
guarantees, and decentralised coordination. Based on this comparison, the research formulates recommendations
for adapting selected elements to Ukrainian conditions, especially the need for a central coordinating body and
unified operational standards. Finally, the study identifies prospects for developing a modern administrative and
legal model for the protection of participants in criminal proceedings in Ukraine. It outlines the necessary
institutional architecture, including an independent coordinating agency, stable funding mechanisms, and updated
administrative procedures. It recommends strengthening regulatory foundations, embedding risk-oriented
standards, and aligning national practices with European legal approaches. These steps are presented as essential
for integrating Ukraine into the European legal space and building a system that ensures effective protection and
reinforces public trust in justice.
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
