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2. Developing the readiness of Bachelor students in special education to foster speech abilities of children with
special educational needs through singing in the People’s Republic of China

2. The relevance of the study is determined by the strategic course of the educational policy of the People’s
Republic of China, aimed at ensuring equal access to quality education for all children, including those with special
educational needs. Legislative acts (Compulsory Education Law, Law on the Protection of Persons with Disabilities,
Regulations on Special Education, 14th Five-Year Education Development Plan) have established inclusiveness as a
priority of state policy. In this context, the training of teachers capable of using singing as a means of developing
the speech abilities of children with SEN acquires particular importance. The topic is integrated into the research
activities of the Department of Educology and Innovative Pedagogy of H. S. Skovoroda Kharkiv National
Pedagogical University, within the framework of the project “Scientific Foundations and Educational-
Methodological Support of the Pedagogical Process...” (No. 0121U107474). The aim is to analyze the theoretical
foundations and practice of forming the readiness of bachelor students in special education to use singing in the
development of children’s speech abilities with SEN, and to determine the possibilities of adapting Chinese
experience in Ukraine. The objectives include: analyzing the history of special education in China; studying the
structure of institutions and staffing; revealing the theoretical foundations of readiness; systematizing forms and
methods; substantiating directions for improvement; and identifying opportunities for adaptation. The object of
the study is the process of forming the readiness of bachelor students in special education to develop the speech



abilities of children with SEN. The subject is defined as the theory and practice of forming the readiness of
bachelor students to use singing in higher education institutions of China. General scientific, historical-
pedagogical, theoretical, practical, and prognostic methods were used. The source base includes legislative acts of
China and Ukraine, official documents, scholarly works, dissertations, monographs, curricula, and electronic
databases (CNKI, WanFang, ERIC, Google Scholar, NaukaOnline). The territorial scope of the study includes leading
universities of China (Beijing Normal University, East China Normal University, Harbin Normal University, Nanjing
Normal University of Special Education, Guangzhou University of Education, Xi'an University of Arts and
Pedagogy), special schools and inclusive centers, as well as Ukrainian universities (T. H. Shevchenko Chernihiv
Collegium, K. D. Ushynsky South Ukrainian National Pedagogical University, Ivan Franko Drohobych State
Pedagogical University, H. S. Skovoroda Kharkiv National Pedagogical University). For the first time, the problem of
forming the readiness of bachelor students in special education in China to use singing has been systematically
studied; a comparative analysis of Chinese and Ukrainian experience has been carried out; forms and methods of
training have been substantiated; pedagogical conditions have been formulated; and ways of implementing
Chinese experience in Ukraine have been identified. The conceptual framework has been clarified, and the author’s
definition of readiness as an integrative professional-personal quality has been introduced. The results can be used
to update educational programs, create educational and methodological support, train and retrain teachers, as
well as in international educational projects. The developed materials are advisable to implement in the teaching of
disciplines such as Music and Speech, Music Therapy in Special Pedagogy, Vocal Pedagogy in Special Education.
The results were tested at departmental meetings, international, all-Ukrainian, and all-Chinese conferences
(Kharkiv, Hangzhou, Changchun, 2022-2025). Sixteen scientific works were published (3 single-authored articles in
Ukrainian academic journals, 13 international publications, including 1 monograph and 1 textbook). In the first
chapter, the historical and cultural origins of special education in China were highlighted; the structure of
institutions and staffing was defined; and the uniqueness of the Chinese model, combining traditional humanistic
approaches with international standards, was demonstrated. In the second chapter, the theoretical foundations of
readiness were revealed; forms and methods of training (vocal-speech therapy training, intonation-movement
exercises, pedagogical situation modeling) were substantiated; and the integrative nature of the model was proven.
In the third chapter, directions for improving the training system in China were identified (modular curriculum,
research studios, ICT component, music therapy competence, culturally sensitive approach); and opportunities for
adapting the experience in Ukraine were outlined (modular structure, Braille repository, micro-credits,
school-community partnerships).
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
