2. This dissertation is devoted to the study of changes in the communication strategies of online publications and
the communication practices of social media users under the conditions of the full-scale invasion of the Russian
Federation into Ukraine. The examination of network communication, including online media and social platforms,
by Ukrainian scholars is characterized by attempts to analyze existing network publications and classify them, with
a historical overview of their origins; the development of a terminological framework for new media and network
communication, including their external and internal characteristics. The choice of research methods aligns with
the study’s objectives, tasks, object, and subject. To address theoretical questions in the first and second chapters,
analyze the results of the quantitative-qualitative evaluation of information materials from an online publication
and a regional micro-media, and process survey data, general scientific methods of analysis and synthesis,
typologization and classification, deduction, and generalization were employed. Systematic-historical methods and
methods of analysis, synthesis, and generalization were used to establish the scientific framework and the
chronology of network communication research. To investigate the essence of communication strategies and
practices, analytical, descriptive, and generalization methods were applied. For analyzing information materials
from online publications and micro-media, quantitative analysis with qualitative elements was utilized, while an
empirical survey method was employed to examine user communication practices. The dissertation considers key
communication theories as the foundation for studying communication strategies and practices in online media
and social networks. It traces the development of network communication and electronic publishing research by
Ukrainian social communication scholars, explores online media as a type of new media, identifies the primary
communication practices of social network users, and characterizes these practices. The study also justifies the
selection of positive news online publications and micro-media as research objects. The research identifies that
niche online media, under the extraordinary circumstances of the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine, not only
adhered to their fundamental communication strategies but also developed corresponding professional
communication strategies by actively exploring information topics and presentation formats. During this time, new
non-institutionalized online media emerged, with communication strategies aimed at addressing specific gaps in
certain segments of Ukraine’s media space, particularly at the regional level. It was established that changes in the
communication practices of social media and messenger users occurred in terms of usage frequency, platform
choice, and motivation. The research focused on the most technologically accessible graphic and textual
communication practices of social media and messenger users under force majeure conditions: expressing
emotional reactions to posts/comments, creating and sharing posts, and writing comments on posts. These
practices were categorized based on user participation into passive (e.g., expressing emotional reactions through
likes or emojis, sharing posts) and active (e.g., creating posts and writing comments). The study concludes that
online media, which continued operations under wartime force majeure conditions, actively sought new
information topics and presentation formats during the first two months of the war. This was particularly true for
niche media, whose activities were aligned with their foundational communication strategies. The extraordinary
circumstances led to the emergence of new micro-media in response to the challenges of the time.
Transformations in the communication practices of social media and messenger users were observed in terms of
usage frequency, platform choice, and motivation.
