2. Skorokhod K. L. Peculiarities of the formation of the image of the enemy in the mass consciousness of the
population of Ukraine in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war. — Qualification scientific work on the rights of
the manuscript.

National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy - National University
of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy, Kyiv, 2024. The dissertation solves an important scientific task of revealing the
peculiarities of the formation of the enemy image in the mass consciousness of the Ukrainian population in the
context of the Russian-Ukrainian war, its characteristics for each of the groups: the Russian government, the
people, and soldiers among the Ukrainian military and separately the civilian group. The image of the enemy in war

plays an important mobilizing role, marks the distinction between «us» and «them,» and legitimizes actions in war.



Existing theoretical work often focuses on the external construction of the enemy image or is fragmented on
various tangential topics. At the same time, insufficient attention is paid to constructing the image at the level of
individual consciousness. After all, the image of the enemy formed in the mass consciousness based on constructs
transmitted from outside and people's own experiences is the real driving force behind actions in war. A
phenomenological approach was used to identify the characteristics of the enemy image in the mass
consciousness of the Ukrainian population during the Russian-Ukrainian war. The materials of the author's
empirical research using qualitative methodology are based on in-depth interviews conducted at the
reconnaissance stage before the full-scale invasion, as well as in March-June 2022 and March-June 2023 among
civilians and from September 2023 to January 2024 with the military. A total of 10 reconnaissance interviews were
conducted, 77 interviews in the first wave with a group of civilians, 25 interviews in the second wave with a group
of civilians, and 25 interviews in the third wave with the military. Based on the empirical findings, new scientific
positions have been identified. For the first time: (1) it was found that the population's perceptions of Ukraine's
enemies in the Russian-Ukrainian war are represented through such actors as the Russian authorities, the
population, and the military; (2) it was found that the images of different groups of the enemy in the mass
consciousness are independent constructs, but their formation takes place jointly, with the reproduction of certain
elements of the image core agreed upon by each other; (3) it was found that the overall structure of the enemy
image is stable, which confirms the consensus on key characteristics and the consistency of their reproduction in
the narratives of both waves of the study; (4) the key characteristics that form the core of the images are identified:
for the Russian government, these are immorality, self-centeredness and cruelty; for the image of the population,
immorality, cruelty and lack of agency; for the image of the military, aggressiveness and immorality; (5) a general
construct of the enemy image, which is contained in the perceptions of the population and combines such features
as lack of morality, a specific emotional state (cruelty) and shortcomings of the cognitive component (lack of
rationality). Cruelty and immorality are key characteristics for all groups of the enemy: the government, the people
and the military; the basis of the general idea of the enemy is his or her image as «non-humany; (6) it was found
that different experiences of interaction with the enemy by civilians and the military, as well as different
experiences of war by civilians (staying in the occupied territories, loss of friends, destruction of property, forced
displacement, etc. ) are not crucial in describing the key characteristics of the core of the enemy's perceptions, as
they turned out to be similar for representatives of all these groups; (7) it was found that the created perceptions
of the enemy justify certain methods of interaction with it, which are determined depending on the type of
dehumanization used by different actors; (8) the main boundary between the opposition of «us» and «them» is
identified, which is the value gap between these collective identities in terms of the presence of humanity values
(9) it is revealed that the creation of an idea of the enemy is a dynamic process, during the war some components
of this idea are revised and clarified, especially the idea of the Russian army. Keywords: Russian-Ukrainian war,
hybrid war, image of the enemy, mass consciousness, reactions to the war, national self-preservation, aggression,
social constructivism, media discourse, propaganda, attitudes towards Russia, authorities, civilians, military.
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
