2. The dissertation is dedicated to the architecture of family-type residential institutions for children deprived of
parental care. The study analyzes the theoretical foundations of designing such institutions, highlighting two main
directions: the design-oriented approach, which encompasses normative, research, and factual aspects, and the
anthropological approach, which includes pedagogical, psychological, adaptive, rehabilitative, and legal issues.
Emphasis is placed on the physical, communicative, personal, and developmental aspects of the spatial
environment. The research outlines the methodology for studying the architecture of these institutions,
particularly analyzing international experience in the context of deinstitutionalization. Key functional and
environmental categories are identified, including capacity, area, multi-optionality, symbiosis with the
environment, and visual richness. An original method for comparing foster-environmental characteristics based on
the analysis of over one hundred international projects is proposed. A typology of architectural solutions is
defined, encompassing integral, branched, and dispersed complexes. The architectural space of residential
institutions is considered within the strategy of deinstitutionalization. Three key components are identified: the
"communication core," the "first adaptive circle," and the "second adaptive circle." The importance of creating a
cozy atmosphere, developing a socialization model, and integrating natural elements into the institution’s space is
emphasized. The potential for transforming historical and modernist buildings for new functional needs is also
explored. The study also formulates conceptual approaches and architectural solutions based on interdisciplinary
synthesis. Educational and rehabilitation methodologies, the quantitative composition of the institution, the
presence regime of educators, and the functional characteristics of the space are examined. Spatial models of
"single-family" and "multi-family" residential institutions are proposed, along with architectural solutions aimed at
fostering a trusting and comfortable environment. Thus, the dissertation reveals the possibilities of architectural
modeling for family-type residential institutions that meet modern deinstitutionalization requirements, ensuring a
harmonious and comfortable environment for raising children.
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
