2. The dissertation is the first comprehensive study in the domestic history of philosophy of the concept of
personality in the phenomenological tradition of the first half of the 20th century, particularly in the philosophical
legacy of Max Scheler and Edith Stein. The systematic analysis of the material allowed for the identification of
ontological, axiological, and ethical dimensions of personality in the context of phenomenological methodology
that developed in the stream of Edmund Husserl's ideas. In the study, it is analyzed how the aforementioned
thinkers developed the concept of personality, combining the phenomenological method with the disclosure of
moral subjectivity, freedom of choice, responsibility, and the uniqueness of human existence. Such a combination
emphasizes that phenomenology, focused on immediate experience, becomes a tool for comprehending the inner
world of individual experience, while moral subjectivity and freedom of choice place the personality at the center



of ethical dilemmas, where responsibility to oneself and others acquires primary significance. In the first chapter
of the dissertation, the concept of personality is examined in the context of Edmund Husserl's phenomenological
philosophy, with special consideration of the theoretical provisions set forth in the second book Ideas for a Pure
Phenomenology and Phenomenological Philosophy (1952). The problem of personality as a category of
philosophical comprehension of being occupies a leading place in the history of philosophical thought. The
application of the phenomenological approach, oriented toward the immediate experience of consciousness,
opens a new horizon for understanding the nature, process of formation, structural organization, and ontological
status of the personality-in-the-world. In Edmund Husserl, personality appears through the prism of a
personalistic attitude - the active self-positioning of the «I» that constitutes itself in the light of its own life
experience. Special significance here is acquired by the concept of Umwelt - the unique life-world, in which the
personal «I» appears not only as a result of reflection but also as a consequence of motivated acts of the
transcendental subject in the concrete context of its existence. Thus, personality is understood not as a static or
abstract essence, but as a dynamic process where individual experience is inseparably woven into the unique
Umwelt - a space of meaningful relationality that determines the uniqueness of its properties and modes of being.
In particular, the phenomenon of the creative personality in this system appears as a subject of culture, whose
reflexivity ensures authenticity and self-identity in the dialogical space with the other. In the second chapter, Max
Scheler's concept of personality is examined, which is based on the idea of personality as the center of intentional
acts directed toward the cognition of the world of values. According to Max Scheler, through emotional intuition
and intellectual empathy, personality is capable of directly grasping the hierarchy of values and realizing them in
its own actions. A key aspect of Max Scheler's philosophical approach to justifying moral attitudes is the emphasis
on the leading role of the emotional-value sphere, through which he seeks to rethink not only the concept of
morality but also the very nature of human personality. Edith Stein emphasizes the concept of the «zero point» of
identification, through which personality realizes itself as a unique subject that interacts with value structures,
revealing the spiritual and moral nature of man. Applying the emotional-value apparatus, Max Scheler interprets
established anthropological categories, giving them deeper philosophical meaning. In the concluding chapter,
Edith Stein's trichotomous model of personality is examined, which includes bodily, soul, and spiritual levels that
exist in dynamic interaction. Special attention in this concept is given to empathy, considered as a basic
mechanism for awareness of another consciousness and the constitution of intersubjective relationalities. In Edith
Stein's view, personality is inseparably linked to its orientation toward the transcendent, and moral acts serve as a
key means of its spiritual-moral essence. Special focus is placed on personal experience through the lens of Edith
Stein's phenomenological anthropology, concentrating on the concept of the «zero point» of identification - the
moment where individual selfhood opens in interaction with others, and the moral identity of the personality is
formed. The analysis is based on Edith Stein's philosophical foundations, which combine the phenomenological
approach with Thomism, revealing the unique ethical dimension of personality. The presented reflections outline
the process of forming personal identity through personal experience enriched by empathy and intersubjectivity,
as well as how ethical normativity serves as the basis for self
