2. The dissertation is devoted to the resort economy development of theoretical and methodological foundations
as a phenomenon of the national economy structure and an interdisciplinary system of natural healing assets
management, aimed at their economic capitalization, ecological restoration and social effectiveness for the growth
of the national economy of Ukraine. The evolution of scientific approaches to the resort economy formation as a
component of the national economy is revealed. The stages of the formation of the resort economy theory in
Ukraine and the world are determined, from the concept of recreational activity to the modern model of
rehabilitation economy. The author's interpretation of the resort economy as a subsystem of the national



economy, which functions on the basis of the reproduction and capitalization of natural healing assets, is
proposed. It is proved that the development of the resort economy in the post-war period is extremely relevant,
both for socially oriented shifts and for replenishing the budget of all levels. The need to distinguish the resort
economy as a separate type of economic sector is substantiated, covering not only the resort sphere, but also
wellness services, sanatorium-resort provision, hospitality, cosmetology and types of economic activity on the
resort territory, taking into account the interests of the state as the manager of the natural healing assets national
property. The place of the resort economy in the system of economic relations is determined, the concept and
structure of natural healing assets (NHA) are clarified, it is proved that they constitute the basic basis of its
competitiveness in the national economy. It is substantiated that within the modern paradigm of the resort
economy, NHA should be considered not only as a natural resource category, but as strategic assets - the basis for
the formation of the medical, health, social, investment and environmental value of territories. This approach
allows NHA integrating into the national economic system and developing a unified methodology for their
assessment and capitalization. It has been proven that in most previous studies, the classification of NHA was
carried out only according to two criteria: medical or economic. However, post-war rehabilitation requires an
interdisciplinary approach, in which NHA is considered as an integral asset and combines medical and biological,
social, investment, environmental, digital. The modern regulatory framework improvement contributes to the
formation of a transparent institutional environment, increases the efficiency of the use of natural resources and
ensures the sustainable functioning of the resort economy. For a comprehensive quantitative assessment, an
author's model for calculating the integral impact of NHA on the gross regional product has been developed, which
is based on a combination of environmental, economic and social indicators according to the principle of a double
capitalization criterion. This approach makes it possible to assess not only the direct financial effect of the use of
natural resources, but also their contribution to the sustainable economic growth of territories and the formation
of regional added value. Environmental aspects are highlighted: preservation of mineral spring flows, regulation of
the load on therapeutic mud deposits, implementation of environmental monitoring. The use of economic and
mathematical models of the multiplication effect is envisaged, which reflect the direct, indirect and induced
impact of NHA on the formation of the state budget. The assessment is carried out taking into account the
principles of sustainable use of resources and environmental restrictions, which ensures a balance between the
therapeutic load and natural regenerability. The introduction of this toolkit allows integrating NHA into national
accounts of natural capital and the system of state strategic planning for the development of the resort economy.
A strategic model of industry transformation has been developed, which involves the transition from fragmented
restoration of sanatorium and resort facilities to systemic reform of the industry as a strategic sector of the
national economy. Inclusivity has been identified as a key factor in the innovative development of resort areas,
methodological approaches to assessing the intangible benefits of using NHA have been developed - improving the
quality of life, improving the quality of life, extending the duration of active life, reducing state costs for treatment.
Institutional directions for reforming NHA management at the institutional level have been formed Keywords:
