2. The dissertation is dedicated to the theoretical and practical investigation of the training of future dance
teachers for work with primary school pupils within the framework of implementing the concept of flexible
learning in the People’s Republic of China. The relevance of the research is conditioned by global transformations
in the field of education, the growing demand for humanization and individualization of learning processes, and
the increasing importance of the cultural component in shaping children’s identities. These factors highlight the
urgent need for the development of new, more adaptive models of training arts educators who are prepared to
work effectively in contemporary primary education settings. Within the Chinese educational policy, flexible
learning is not merely perceived as a set of didactic or organizational innovations but as a holistic and strategic
model for transforming educational content and methodology. It is designed to foster key competencies among



learners, such as creativity, adaptability, independence, and cultural awareness. In the PRC, flexible education is
implemented through variable curricula, diverse pedagogical strategies, the integration of traditional values with
modern digital tools, and the active inclusion of national culture in the learning process. The object of this study is
the professional training of dance teachers within the Chinese education system. The subject of the research
encompasses the theoretical and practical aspects of forming readiness among future dance teachers to work with
primary school pupils in the conditions of flexible learning. The aim of the dissertation is to systematize existing
approaches to the training of dance teachers in China, identify specific features of flexible learning in this context,
and outline possible avenues for adapting relevant Chinese practices to the Ukrainian system of arts and
pedagogical education. The research involves a comprehensive analysis of the philosophical, cultural, and
pedagogical underpinnings of flexible education. It establishes that the Chinese interpretation of flexible learning
functions as a tool for achieving national educational objectives, including the development of morally responsible,
culturally engaged, and intellectually adaptable individuals. Unlike Western models, which tend to emphasize
individualized trajectories, accessibility, and informal learning opportunities, the Chinese approach combines
these features with the principles of collectivism, social harmony, discipline, and civic responsibility. The
dissertation examines the structure and content of dance teacher training programs at leading Chinese
institutions, including Beijing Normal University, China Academy of Art, Huzhou University, and the Shanghai
Theatre Academy. It reveals that effective teacher training in China is ensured through the comprehensive
integration of artistic, psychological, pedagogical, methodological, and practical components. Special emphasis is
placed on early pedagogical practice, mentorship from experienced educators, multi-level group work that takes
into account students’ individual characteristics, and the cultivation of pedagogical authority in future teachers.
The analysis also focuses on the tools and methods used to implement flexible learning in dance education:
differentiated assignments, learning through imitation and correction, visual and digital platforms, staged learning
models (“from simple to complex”), and the development of students’ psycho-emotional and moral capacities. A
key emphasis is placed on fostering ethical and moral values in future dance teachers, consistent with the
principles of Confucian pedagogy. A significant portion of the dissertation is devoted to identifying common
ground and mutual enrichment potential between the educational systems of China and Ukraine. Based on
comparative analysis, Chinese practices that could prove useful for the Ukrainian context are highlighted, such as
structured pedagogical practice, strong systems of mentorship, group-based learning strategies, and the
formation of pedagogical authority. Conversely, the Ukrainian experience offers valuable insights into the
implementation of individualized learning paths, emotional intelligence development, and psychological support
mechanisms within arts education. The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that it represents the first
comprehensive attempt in Ukrainian pedagogy to study the model of dance teacher training for primary schools in
the PRC through the lens of flexible education. The dissertation clarifies the concept of “readiness of a dance
teacher to work with younger schoolchildren” as a multidimensional construct incorporating artistic,
methodological, psychological, communicative, and digital competencies.
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
