2. The dissertation is dedicated to the study of political communications and their role in shaping the political
identity of Ukrainian society under Russian armed aggression. The introduction substantiates the relevance of the
topic, defines the object and subject, goals and objectives, research methods, scientific novelty, and practical
significance of the results, and provides information on their testing and implementation. The scientific novelty of
the results is determined by the set of research tasks and consists of the following. For the first time, a
comprehensive analysis of political communications as a factor in shaping political identity was conducted. It was
established that the identity-related aspect of the Russian war against Ukraine includes two interrelated
processes: countering the formation of a consolidated political identity of the Ukrainian nation (targeted at
citizens of Ukraine, including those in temporarily occupied territories) and hindering the perception of Ukrainians
as a unified political nation internationally. Directions for countering the destructive influence of Russia in the
sphere of political identity were proposed, considering the specificity of different audiences: Ukrainian citizens,
inhabitants of temporarily occupied territories, the population of the Russian Federation, and the international
community. The study also refines the understanding of basic research concepts, such as “political
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communication,” “political identity,” “social media,” “propaganda,” and “political culture”; classifies political

communication instruments considering the growing role of social media and artificial intelligence; classifies



structural elements of political identity; and develops an authorial periodization of political communication stages
in Ukraine. Furthermore, the work advances the scientific understanding of political communication and the
influence of modern technologies on its evolution; substantiates principles of hybrid warfare and its
implementation against Ukraine; and examines Ukrainian national political identity, including issues of post-Soviet
identity. The first chapter examines theoretical and methodological approaches to the study of political
communications. The main scientific approaches, its essence, functions, and structural elements are analyzed.
Political communication is shown to be an interdisciplinary phenomenon ensuring circulation of political
information, formation of public opinion, and political dialogue. Special attention is paid to the impact of
communication technologies, including social media, network platforms, and artificial intelligence, which expand
societal mobilization capacities but also create risks of manipulation and disinformation. The chapter outlines the
state of research, sources, and methodological foundations of the study. The second chapter analyzes the specifics
of political communications in Ukraine. The transformation of communication practices from independence to the
present is traced, considering post-Soviet legacy and democratization, digitalization, and decentralization. New
forms of interaction between government and civil society, including e-petitions, public consultations, and
participatory budgeting, are explored. Particular attention is paid to the role of social media and messengers as
tools for information dissemination, opinion formation, and citizen mobilization, as well as risks associated with
disinformation, bots, and manipulation. The third chapter studies the impact of political communications on
constructing political identity during Russian military aggression. Key factors shaping contemporary Ukrainian
political identity are identified, including political culture, political symbols, memory politics, political holidays, and
network mechanisms of citizen consolidation. The importance of new symbolic figures, such as volunteers and
defenders, is emphasized. Russian information strategies aimed at undermining Ukrainian political identity are
analyzed, target audiences and instruments of influence are identified, and directions for countering destructive
information impacts considering different audiences are proposed. Keywords: hybrid war, civil society,
