2. The dissertation is devoted to the development of Chinese landscape painting during the 20th century and to
the new trends that emerged at the beginning of the 21st century, which make it possible to partially predict
further transformations in approaches to the Chinese landscape tradition. The introduction states that landscape
art has played a leading role in traditional Chinese culture for many centuries. The landscape reflected the
fundamental religious and moral teachings that were formed or introduced in China - Daoism, Confucianism, and
Buddhism. The system of landscape canons was also crucial, as it preserved essential artistic techniques and
stylistic conventions while simultaneously constraining artistic innovation. Therefore, the transformations that
occurred in Chinese landscape painting under the influence of European art proved to be revolutionary. The object
of this study is reformist tendencies in Chinese landscape painting of the 20th and early 21st centuries. The subject
of the research is the genesis of transformations in Chinese landscape painting during the selected chronological



period. The first chapter of the dissertation, traditionally devoted to historiography, has its own specific structure.
Given the extensive and multidirectional history of Chinese landscape studies, the main focus was placed on more
recent publications that reflect key results and findings, allowing for a new level of scholarly synthesis. In
accordance with the research’s specificity - namely, the study of Chinese art within the Ukrainian academic
context - the historiographical review was divided into three principal directions, reflected in the corresponding
sections of the first chapter: 1) Ukrainian research on Chinese landscape painting; 2) studies by Chinese scholars
published in the PRC; 3) international English-language research and publications. Each section concludes with
intermediate findings that together form the general conclusion of the chapter. The second chapter introduces the
periodization proposed in the dissertation for the development and reform of Chinese landscape painting under
European artistic influence. This periodization is based on the concept of “four generations” of artists who
successively reformed the landscape tradition. The chapter analyzes the characteristics of the first and second
generations of Chinese reformist artists. The first generation of Chinese painters who received professional
European art education at the beginning of the 20th century effectively initiated the reforms of Chinese national
painting in general and of landscape painting in particular. The creative legacy of prominent reformers such as Liu
Haisu, Wu Guanzhong, Li Keran, and Tu Ke is analyzed, with particular attention to the influence of European art
movements such as Impressionism, Post-Impressionism, Symbolism, and Fauvism on their landscape work. The
third chapter examines the artistic practices of the third and fourth generations of landscape painters. The third
generation was able to reestablish direct dialogue between European and Chinese art, made possible by the
reforms introduced in the PRC from the late 1970s and manifested vividly in the art movements of the 1980s. This
section identifies the new artistic tendencies that characterize this period. A crucial factor for the third generation
was the opportunity to return to the heritage of the first generation and to rediscover the work of the second
generation, previously censored but later reintroduced in China. As a result, a renewed drive toward the reform of
landscape painting emerged, exemplified by the works of Qiu Taofeng, Lu Yushun, and Huang Yuxing. The final
section of the third chapter is devoted to the potential directions of Chinese landscape painting development in
the early 2000s, also associated with the fourth generation. According to the concept presented, contemporary
Chinese landscape painting has become a kind of “constructive material” for the creation of diverse artistic forms -
photography, installation, video — which move beyond traditional painting yet remain inseparable from the visual
paradigms established by 20th-century Chinese landscape art. The result of the comprehensive research is the
formulation of the “Four Generations” concept, which provides a holistic picture of the reforms in Chinese
landscape painting influenced by European art. On the basis of theoretical and practical analysis of the artistic
heritage of Chinese reformist painters, the study defines the principles of innovative techniques in 20th-century
Chinese landscape painting. It also introduces the term “other space” to denote possible future perspectives for
landscape art in the 21st century. The proposed analysis can be applied in various practical contexts - from
educational programs and lecture courses to contemporary artistic practices.
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
