2. The historical and methodological analysis of the principles of the establishment of good governance in the
conditions of globalization is carried out on the base of five stages of the formation of a democratic type of
governance: the era of Antiquity, the Middle Ages, the era of the Renaissance, the era of Modern Times, the era of
German classical philosophy. In the process of analysis of modern foreign and domestic sources, the scientific
concepts of good governance are systematized and the essence of it is specified, on the basis of these parallels
between good governance and such categories as: new public management, political network theory, public
administration, governance, proper (good, effective) governance, effective public administration, good political
governance, good democratic governance. It is established that good governance: aimed at providing quality living
conditions of society; it is intended to increase the level of management services through the professionalization
of the subjects of their provision and approaching direct consumers; ensures the involvement, on an

equal /partner basis, of all subjects of public administration and governance prior to the adoption and
implementation of decisions. The influence of globalization on good governance in modern conditions of social
development is revealed, which has proved that globalization is a multifactorial process that covers all spheres of
public life, has a multipolar influence on the system of public administration and involves the formation of
common values, directions of activity that leads to the implementation of public governance and administration
based on good governance, driven by globalization. It is established that between globalization and governance
there is an interconnection, which is the interaction between the subjects of the political process, the existence of
common principles, historical conditionality. The basic principles of good governance in the conditions of
globalization are identified, components, elements, criteria, features, aspects of this governance are disclosed. The
list of principles of good governance in the context of globalization has been improved, it is proved that they are
intended to determine the strategy of state development, taking into account global trends in world development,
the need for interaction, subjective and objective factors. The globalization models of good governance that are
consistent with the global processes of social development, the classification of methods of good governance in a
globalizing environment have been developed, which has made it possible to concretize and investigate the
functions of good governance in a globalizing environment, which in turn allows us to distinguish the criteria for
their application, and investigates the European experience of good governance in Norway, Iceland and Sweden.
The ways of adaptation of international experience of good governance in Ukraine in the conditions of
globalization are offered, optimization directions of good governance in the conditions of globalization for Ukraine
are developed.
