2. This dissertation explores the formation of philosophical traditions at the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy in the 17th and
18th centuries through an analysis of the origins, education, student travels, and academic careers of its
professors. It shows that the Academy was part of a broader European intellectual discourse, where knowledge
acquired in the West and the use of Catholic sources, combined with local particularities, shaped the specific



character of philosophical teaching. The dissertation clarifies the list of philosophy professors who taught in Kyiv
from the foundation of the Collegium in 1632 until 1753, when significant changes occurred in the structure and
content of teaching. Drawing on a wide range of manuscript and printed sources in Latin, Church Slavonic, Old
Ukrainian, Polish, German, Italian, and Russian - including lecture courses, disputations, university matriculation
records, panegyrics, sermons, and more - the study reconstructs the origins, education, academic, and
ecclesiastical careers of Kyiv's professors. Particular attention is given to their student travels as a key factor in the
transfer of philosophical knowledge from the West to Kyiv. Institutional continuity, academic mobility, and the use
of shared sources in teaching made it possible to identify four main philosophical traditions during this period. The
first tradition took shape during the early stage of philosophical teaching in Kyiv in the 1630s-1650s. Philosophy
was already being taught in 1632. It is established that the first professors were closely tied to the Orthodox
community of Vilnius, where they had studied before being invited to Kyiv by Mohyla. It was these Vilnius students
who initially held the philosophy chair. Based on preserved student lecture notes, sermons, polemical texts, and
other sources, the content of the philosophical curriculum in the first decades of the Collegium’s existence is
outlined. The courses relied heavily on textbooks by Catholic authors from various orders and incorporated some
of the most current texts of the time. Thanks to Mohyla’s support, the Collegium had access to up-to-date
teaching materials and the professors, using a variety of sources, did not strictly follow one philosophical school,
but instead took an eclectic approach. The second tradition dominated between 1684 and 1706, when most
philosophy professors at the Kyiv Academy received their education at Jesuit colleges in the Polish Lithuanian
Commonwealth - such as those in Lviv, Lublin, Poznan, Jarostaw, Vilnius, and other cities. All of them studied
under Jesuit teachers, and some even joined the Uniate Church to gain access to such education. As professors at
the Academy, they based their philosophical and theological courses on Catholic, especially Jesuit, authors. As a
result of this knowledge transfer from Catholic colleges of the Commonwealth, the scholarly culture of the Kyiv-
Mohyla Academy at the end of the 17th and beginning of the 18th century was seen by contemporaries as borrowed
- or even stolen - from Catholicism. Particular attention is given to Theophan Prokopovych, the most prominent
philosophy professor of the early 18th century. His educational path is reconstructed in detail, covering Kyiv,
Volodymyr, and Rome (Collegio Greco), his return home, and his teaching at the Academy. To study in the West, he
converted to the Uniate Church and earned a master’s degree in philosophy at a Jesuit college in Rome. However,
unlike other Kyiv professors who followed similar educational paths, he became increasingly dissatisfied with
Catholic scholarship and the Church, and eventually escaped from Rome. Upon returning to Kyiv and beginning to
teach, he still relied on Catholic - though non-Jesuit - textbooks in his philosophy course. By doing so, he initiated
a new teaching tradition at the Academy, marking a shift away from the Polish Jesuit model. The fourth tradition
developed between 1711 and 1753, a period when professors of philosophy stopped traveling West for their studies,
and the Academy started praparing its own teachers. Philosophical teaching during this time relied increasingly on
repetition, preservation, and internal continuity. Professors continued to use the course structures borrowed from
Jesuit colleges of the Polish Lithuanian Commonwealth but also made growing use of printed textbooks by
Catholic authors, especially from the Sorbonne in Paris. Textual analysis allows to identify many of the sources
used by Kyiv professors in the first half of the 18th century and to show how they were used in composing lecture
courses - providing insight into the reading practices of the period. The findings also show that, due to decreasing
academic mobility, limited access to current literature, and the gradual integration of Kyiv into the Russian
Empire, professors often dictated outdated philosophical content to their students.
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
